Wausau Color Run, September 27-28
Hi Everybody,

We have 31 cars, 57 members going to Wausau/Rib Mountain on September 27th.  Fantastic !!

Couple of items:

· First, we’d like to thank our friends, Mike & Diane Fochs for putting this Wausau Color Run together.

Housekeeping:
· We have some folks staying at another location, other than the Country Inn & Suites.  The dinner run to the restaurant on Saturday night will leave at 6:30 from the Country Inn & Suites, so those folks can join us there, or meet us at Hereford & Hops if they wish.

· Good idea to bring name tags along.

· Bring walkie talkies along…With a large group we’ll need two mid-point repeater cars for messages along the line, plus a tail car with a radio.  As always, there are stop signs to negotiate.

· A good idea to bring along your membership list that Georgia puts together every month….then you’ve got a list of cell phone numbers.  We’ll provide you with a list of participants.
Saturday September 27th 

8:30a---Meet at the wayside just before the Wisconsin River on 

I-90/94/39.  It’s north of Madison about 29 miles, right hand side at mile marker #114.  (Same one we used for La Crosse last year).
9a---We’ll pull out, and head towards Wausau.  We’ll be staying on 

I-39 the entire way, but simply because it is quicker, and once we get there it will be scenic routes throughout the day.  If you’d like to plan your own scenic return home on Sunday, please do.  We won’t be having an organized return to Madison as such.

*We’ll be keeping the speed around 72-74.  If you feel the need for speed during the trip, just jump out of line, crank it up, and fall back in when you’ve got it out of your system.  The road trip up in Wausau will not be quite as fast because of the number of cars, etc.
We won’t be stopping for bathroom breaks, but certainly jump out of the caravan at anytime you have to make a stop.  We’ll all “group up” again at lunch, which will be at Culvers, right off I-39 at the first Wausau exit.  Exit #185-Business 51 Rothschild/Wausau.  At the end of that exit ramp, go right on Bus. 51.  Next right at the light will lead you into Cedar Creek Mall, and Culvers on the right.
11am’ish---Lunch at Culvers

Noon’ish---Back in the cars
After lunch we’ll head to Rib Mountain.  We’ll take a route around Rib, end up in the parking lot at Granite Peak ski area.

· There will be a decision to make on your part:  You can take the chair lift at Granite Peak/Rib Mountain (weather permitting) to the top to walk around.  The charge is $8/person, or you can drive your car to the top of Rib.  The charge for the state park for that is $5.  We will be up top for about 45 minutes for photo ops.  One of us will lead you on both options.

The Route to Rib—We’re going to get back up on I-39/Hwy 51 and head north towards Merrill.  Getting out from Culvers turn left and take the first ramp to the left.  That’s the northbound of I-39. Once you’re on the freeway, stay towards the right.  In a few miles we will exit at #188 Highway N, South Mountain Road.  Left at top of ramp.  Follow Hwy N, South Mountain Road.  Then a right on Thornapple to right on Whippoorwill Rd.  Take a right on Hwy NN, and then a right at the Granite Peak Ski Hill entrance.
If you’re going to take the lift you’ll park your car there.  

For those driving up to the top of Rib Mountain State park ,(one of us will lead you ).  We will take a  right on NN out of the ski hill parking area, drive about a mile and take  a right on Highway R. We will drive about a mile on R to the  Rib Moutain Park entrance.

We’ll meet back in the ski lift parking lot in one hour .

Road Trip—

Back out of Granite Peak, right onto Hwy NN.  Then back to Interstate, taking left on ramp heading north on I-39/Hwy 51 towards Merrill.

Drive about 10 miles north on 39/51 to exit 197.Exit here and take WW to the right , (east) and travel one mile to the first stop sign. 

Take a left at the stop sign , and stay on W until Deer Run Ave.

Right on Deer Run.
At the intersection of Deer Run and Hwy 64, turn right (east) onto 64.  Stay on 64 to a right on Hill View Road to a right on Shady Lane Ave.  Stop Sign at Hwy P.

Take a left (east) on Hwy P.  to Cain Creek Road  

Turn right (south) onto Cain Creek Road, and follow it 5.7 miles to County Line road.

Turn left (East) on County Line Road, and travel one mile to County Hwy J.

Turn right on County J (south ), and go 7 miles, to Hwy 52.

Turn left on highway 52 (East ) 7.5 miles to highway  Y.

Turn right on highway Y 1.5 miles to the Eau Claire Dells. 

The Eau Claire Dells has a walking trail, as well as bathrooms, and  water.  We’ll be at the park for 45 minutes.  For those who wish, Mike will take a 35 minute walking tour around the water and rock formations.
After leaving The Dells, we’ll jump back on Hwy Y south to Hwy Z. 

Highway Z to south on Camp Phillips Road to right on Ross Ave. and the Country Inn, and Suites.
Check In  

Wind Down—We should be at the hotel about 5p.  After we check in we can either get together in the hotel breakfast room for drinks and snacks or just relax/splash cold water on your body until we leave for dinner at 6:30p

Dinner—We’ll leave for Hereford & Hops at 6:30p from the hotel.
